In 1835, Farmer sold his map to Colton.  However, two editions of this 1836 map exist: a Detroit issue, 
with Farmer’s copyright imprint in the upper margin, without a Colton imprint and with “Engraved 
by J. Farmer” below the cartouche; and a New York issue, with Colton’s imprint and “Engraved by 
John Farmer” on the lower margin.  The presence of a Colton advertisement, however, on this Detroit 
issue is interesting, suggesting a relationship between the two for this Detroit issue.

“Between 1836 and 1844 Farmer abandoned commercial map publishing and devoted his time and 
talents to public employment ... Map compilation, engraving and publishing were still his first loves, 
and in 1844 he reestablished his map publishing company. In that year he published a Map of the State 
of Michigan and the Surrounding Country, which was a great improvement upon his earlier map of 
the state.  This map proved to be a very popular item, and some twenty-three editions of it were issued 
to 1873 ... Farmer’s intensive work habits and his long hours of labor spent in preparing and engraving 
maps caused him to have a nervous breakdown early in 1859.  He was admitted to a local hospital, but, 
after a brief period of confinement, he leaped over the railing of a second story porch or balustrade 
and was badly injured in a twenty foot fall.  The injuries proved to be fatal, and he died on March 
26, 1859” (Ristow).  The business was continued, however, by Farmer’s son Silas, who purchased his 
mother’s and sister’s shares in 1863 and after the Civil War brought out the present map based on his 
father’s previous editions.

This scarce, early pocket map of Minnesota 
depicts the region as far north as the Lake of 
the Woods, as far south as the Iowa border, as 
far east as Wisconsin’s Bayfield Peninsula on 
Lake Superior and as far west as the far side of 
the Red River of the North.  The map, done on a 
scale of 12 miles to the inch, divides the state into 
many counties with much of the area plotted for 
settlement.  Hachured lines depict the proposed 
routes of railroads.
Although the map bears a copyright date of 1857, the publisher’s “Notice” on inside front cover 
is dated 1 January 1860.  The Notice makes evident the need for such a map in this early period: 
“The boundaries of the counties of Sterns, Meeker and Monongahela, are given as described in a 
Law passed at the last session of the Legislature; but have not been ratified by a popular vote, as is 
necessary for their adoption.  The lines previously enacted for Stearns and Meeker Counties, and 
the south boundary of Toombs are impossible as may be seen by comparison of the Laws with the 
map...” Apparently, the early Minnesota legislature, without access to a proper map, erroneously set 
county boundaries in conflict with each other; other such legislative conflicts depicted on this issue of 
the map include the transposition of Pipestone and Rock counties and small areas north and east of 
Aiken county which were non-contiguous areas of Ramsay and Pine counties, among others.
The Notice continues with information that the publishers “have long been engaged in preparing for 
publication a map of Minnesota on a much larger scale than this one, which they hope to complete 
this year.”  We find no record of such a map having been published.  At least five editions of this 
sectional pocket map were published, each successive issue with various corrections and additions: 
1857 (as Territory of Minnesota), 1860 (the present example), 1864, 1866 and 1867.

Henry Tanner’s A New American Atlas was the most distinguished atlas published in America during 
the nineteenth century. The maps were carefully constructed from the best and most recent surveys. 
They were finely engraved on a large-scale, printed on high quality paper, and carefully hand colored. 
Tanner’s map of Illinois and Missouri, done in 1823, was one of the earliest maps to show Illinois 
and Missouri as American states.  A second edition of the atlas, including the map, was published in 
1825 with significant revisions to the mapping of the headwaters of the Mississippi and significant 
additions.
Besides publishing his maps within the two editions of his great atlas, Tanner offered the maps 
separately in pocket map format.  The separately-issued pocket maps by Tanner are less frequently 
encountered than the sheet maps removed from his atlas.  This copy of his pocket map of Illinois 
and Missouri dates to 1831 and shows a number of improvements and alterations compared to the 
previous editions.  Interestingly, there are manuscript additions to this map in Ashington, St. Francis, 
Perry and Cape Girardeau counties in Missouri, where platted blocks of land have been shaded 
presumably  by an early land owner.

This is further supported by the presence on this copy of Wilmarth’s bookseller’s label on the inside 
front pastedown.
The map shows development across almost the entire state, with numerous counties shown and 
identified, most plotted for purchase, and with many towns located (including Wichita, among the 
earliest if not the first map to do so).  The Kansas Pacific Railroad is prominently displayed crossing 
the entire state, with station stops as far west as Monument.  Proposed railroads are shown as well.  
In addition, the northern portion of Indian Territory (present day Oklahoma) is shown with several 
towns identified, including Camp Supply, General Philip Sheridan’s winter quarters in his bloody 
campaign against the Plains Indians.
The accuracy and detail of the map is impressive for the period and confirmed on the map itself via 
a printed attestation by Surveyor General C. W. Babcock, dated 8 September 1869: “Having critically 
examined Blanchard’s new sectional map of Kansas I do not hesitate to pronounce it one of the best 
hitherto published.  It accurately represents the public surveys topographical features of the State, and 
to the best of my knowledge, the location of Railroads, Cities, Towns, political divisions, etc.”

Of the named counties, all are platted with the exception of Cheyenne 
County in the far western region of the state which is only partially platted.  As the cover title suggests 
(“Sectional Map of Nebraska and Part of Dakota”) a small portion of southeastern portion of Dakota 
is shown, as well as the northeasternmost corner of Colorado.
Printed on two large sheets, this pocket map presents the map with the sheets unjoined, with the 
eastern section mounted to the rear pastedown and the western to the front pastedown of the original 
covers. The map is quite detailed, with all principal towns and rivers named, as well as several large 
Indian Reservations, and the routes of both existing and proposed railroads.
The present example has an intriguing manuscript addition in red ink: the route of a railroad marked 
‘CC & BHRR’ (the Covington, Columbus and Black Hills Railroad Company) running from Covington, 
south west, intersecting with the Union Pacific at ‘Kearney Junction’, down to the Republican River 
then on into Colorado.

Thomas Streeter described his copy (which was purchased by Heaston and subsequently gifted to Yale), 
as follows: “This is a large scale map of the western country between the Canadian border in the north 
and El Paso in the south, extending a little beyond Great Salt Lake, and includes all of Nebraska and 
Kansas Territories, the northern part of Texas and the eastern boundaries of Oregon and Washington 
Territories. The detail of New Mexico Territory is especially good. It shows the Oregon and Santa 
Fé trails and the route from Santa Fé to Fort Smith and various proposed routes for railroads to the 
Pacific. On the map are vignettes of an emigrant train, of Indians, buffalos, etc.” (Streeter).
Various editions and states of the map are known.  This second edition includes important additions 
not found on either of the two issues of the 1854 first edition. Of the present second edition, Heaston 
adds: “Additional Pacific Railway Routes are shown along with numerous added cities and towns, 
such as El Paso, Texas, the City of Nephi in Utah, and additional villages in Kansas are shown for the 
first time.”

This map was first published in 1862 in Philadelphia by Jacob Monk.  Only three extant copies of the 
first edition are known.  “This 1862 edition of the Ebert map, which is important as the first separate 
map of Colorado, apparently preceded by a short time a copy of the same map on the smaller scale 
of 18 miles to the inch given as an inset in the magnificent Pratt and Buell Map of the Gold Regions, 
Philadelphia, 1862” (Streeter).  In 1865, Monk published a variant version, with a slightly different 
title (Map of Colorado Territory, Shewing the System of Parks).  This issue is uncoloured, save for the 
central parts, to emphasize the parks and with a coloured line to show the continental divide.  
In 1866, both versions were published by Colton in New York.  Of the Colton issues, Gilpin wrote in 
a letter to L. S. Hatch of Denver (quoted in Wheat): “This is a most excellent, accurate and copious 
chart, from which all since have been copied.”  It seems likely that Gilpin was involved with the 
Colton edition, as that edition contains significant additions to the previous Monk issues (contrary 
to Wheat’s assessment that “the underlying plate was not changed” [Wheat, vol. 5: p.145]).  Among 
the additions are new towns identified, predominantly in Gold Rush counties: Boulder (Valmont, 
Fort Junction, Burlington, Belle Monte, Coal Creek), Gilpin (South Boulder, Black Hawk Point), 
Clear Creek (Empire City), Arapahoe (Fulton, Living Springs), Fremont (Beaver Creek), El Paso (El 
Paso, Fountain), and Jefferson (Ralston, Hutchinson).

“constantly on hand a full line of all maps ... published by Gaylord Watson, New York, and Geo. F.

There is scant evidence on the work of Mosberger.  This, along with a much later map of St. Louis, are 
the only printed examples of his work.  However, based on his title given on the map, Mosberger was 
evidently employed by the U.S. Surveyor General’s Office.

The advertisement on the front pastedown

The early owner of this copy of the map, Howard H. Fields, was apparently a prospector, who later 
worked for mining companies in Utah and the Klondike.
Louis Nell, worked for the U.S. Army as a chief topographer to explore west of the hundredth meridian, 
and assisted with topographic surveys for the U.S. Geological Survey under Wheeler. He settled in 
Denver in the late 1870s and began issuing Colorado maps in 1880, revising them periodically as the 
need arose. He was the most important Colorado topographer of his time, and his maps were not only 
a commercial success, but a benchmark for Colorado cartography.

Propper appears to have been among the pro-slavery advocates who likely 
issued the map to help promote settlement by the Border Ruffians.  He is listed as among the officers 
of the bogus Law and Order Party, established at Leavenworth in November 1855 in response to the 
Free State opposition.  Wilson Shannon, the Territorial Governor and the leader of the new pro-
slavery party, was from Ohio, perhaps accounting for this pocket map being issued by Mendenhall in 
Cincinnati, as opposed to St. Louis.  A second edition of the map would be published the following 
year.
Propper’s map is among the rarest of the series of Kansas pocket maps issued in 1856 and 1857, 
preceding Halsall’s map (published in St. Louis and depicting the eastern half of the state only) and 
is considerably more rare than its Free Soil counterpart, issued by Whitman and Searl and printed in 
Boston.  The map is not listed in Phillips or in Heaston’s  carto-bibliography of Kansas pocket maps.

This rare map by Ream shows eastern Nebraska at the very start of settlement in the region.  The 
map was the most accurate depiction of the time, as Ream served as the Chief Clerk to the Surveyor 
General of Kansas and Nebraska Territories and had access to new and accurate information.
The present 1858 second edition shows the rapid growth since the 1857 first edition.  Many towns not 
located on the first edition are now named.  These include:  Saratoga and Iron Bluff (Douglas County); 
Forest City (Sarpy County); Anoka and Excelsior (Calhoun County); Louisville, Eldorado, Cedar 
Island, Carlisle, and Araca (Cass County); Columbus (Platte County); and many more.  New counties 
are shown, such as Sarpy County between Douglas and Cass and Johnson County south of Otoe. 
Creeks not named on the first edition are now identified (e.g. Papillon Creek in Douglas County) 
and many new roads are shown (e.g. the continuation of the road from Carlisle in Cass County to 
Chester in Lancaster County).  A key to references now appears below the scale of miles and the 
lithographers’s imprint has been changed to “Middleton, Strobridge & Co.”
Few copies of this map are extant and this 1858 issue appears to be more scarce than the 1857.  We 
know of only the Siebert copy of the 1857 and a variant imprint of 1858 on the market in the last 
quarter century.

An excellent copy of this very rare, large and detailed map of Kansas, charting the post-Civil War 
settlement boom.
This map depicts Kansas with 77 counties, including the 33 counties created from largely unorganized 
territory in the western portion of the state in 1867.  Many of these new counties, particularly those in 
the southwestern portion of the state are shown unsettled and without platting.  The western boundary 
of Kansas is here shown just past 100 degrees west of the prime meridian.  Although the western 
boundary reached as far west as the 25th meridian of longitude west of Washington (or approximately 
102 degrees west of the prime meridian), that remote area remained largely unorganized until the 
1880s. 
Ross includes on his map both the railroads that had been completed and those in progress: the 
completed lines are mostly in the eastern portion of the state, including a Union Pacific line running 
roughly east west across the entire state. The vast majority of the lines, however, are marked as in 
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progress, showing the rapid growth of the region.  In addition to the railroad lines, the map shows 
several cattle trails extending from the central portion of the state towards Texas, and is one of very 
few maps to include this detail.
The rapid expansion of the state in the post-Civil War period makes this large map devoted to Kansas 
among the most accurate and detailed of its time.  Ross’s ad on the front pastedown concurs, describing 
the map as “entirely new, and on a scale sufficiently large to show everything of importance within 
the borders of the state. The engraving is clear and beautiful, all Railroads, Stations and Sections are 
plainly engraved. Great pains have been taken to make this a perfectly reliable and correct Map. In 
accuracy and completeness there is no other to compare with it and, it is believe, will meet a long felt 
want of the Public for a good Map of Kansas.”
The map is quite rare, with only two recorded copies (Library of Congress and the Huntington 
Library).

One of the earliest maps of Dakota Territory and a Sioux Uprising rarity.
The map clearly shows all of the roads, railroads, forts, towns, rivers and Indian lands in the region, 
as well as the exploration routes of Nicollet and others in the new Dakota Territory.  The prospectus 
mounted on the inside cover reveals the intention of the compiler: “This map is issued in the hope 
that it may be found a valuable travelling companion for immigrants, U.S. deputy surveyors, military 
officers, and others.  It is compiled from the U.S. Land and other official surveys, and where those 
have not yet extended, from information derivable from the reports and maps of Mons. Nicollet, Lieut 
Warren, and other explorers...”
“This [second] edition gives several new counties along the eastern boundary of the Territory, both 
in the inset and on the main map, and there are various new counties in the southern part of the 
Territory. The inset in this issue shows the creation of Idaho Territory to the west of Dakota” (Streeter). 
Perhaps more importantly, however, this edition of the map is important for the additions relating 
to the Sioux War.  These include the locations of the Battles of Birch Coulee and Wood Lake (each 
marked with small red x’s), as well as the location of Camp Release (dated on the map October 1862) 
and the spot near Kampeska Lake where Colonel William R. Marshall of the 7th Minnesota captured 
a force of Sioux warriors.
We find no copy of this map on the market since the Thomas W. Streeter copy.

An extremely rare pocket map of California and Nevada, an exceptional example in near mint condition
This excellent map depicts the states of California and Nevada, following a generation of explosive 
growth. California had entered the Union in 1850, following the Gold Rush, and Nevada became a 
state in 1861 following the discovery of the Comstock Lode, America’s greatest silver find. This region 
of the country had attracted hundreds of thousands of settlers, not only from the east coast, but from 
places as far away as Europe and China. The numerous counties that had been organized in each state, 
were carefully painted in resplendent colours. The thriving cities of San Francisco, Sacramento and 
San Diego in California; and Carson and Virginia City in Nevada stand out on the map. The Pacific 
Central Railway, which connected San Francisco to the eastern seaboard from 1869, is one of the most 
important features of the map. 
The map is corrected up to August, 1876, according to the integral dedicatory text. The advertisements 
that adorn the front paste-down are for W.E. Barnard & Co., real estate brokers of Oakland, and for 
‘official maps in atlas form of Alameda, Solano, Sonoma, and Santa Clara Counties, Cal.’ published 
by Thompson & West. This map is both an attractive collector’s piece and a fascinating historical 
document.

A Bleeding Kansas cartographic rarity: a map intended 
to promote Free Soil, anti-slavery activists to the region.
The passage of the Kansas-Nebraska Act of 1854 
created those territories with the provision that the 
settlers in those states would decide whether slavery 
would be lawful.  The border state of Kansas thus 
became a breeding ground for anti- and pro-slavery 
conflict.  Pro-slavery Missourians, known as border 
ruffians, flooded into the eastern half of the state, 
specifically along the Missouri River where slave-
based agriculture would be feasible.  Anti-slavery forces rallied, sending settlers from the North, with 
most coming from New England.  Free state settlements were created in Topeka (identified on the 
map as the “temporary state capital”) and Lawrence (depicted here on the map as a red dot with a 
small American flag).  On this map, both of those free soil strongholds are shown with encampments 
of “Shannon’s Posse” nearby, dated December 1855 -- pro-slavery forces intended to intimidate the 
Topeka Constitutional Convention.  The Kansas troubles are further depicted with the three vignette 
views, two showing the before and after images of the Eldrige House.  Also known as the Free State 
Hotel, the house served as temporary quarters to incoming New Englanders.  Border ruffians destroyed 
the building on May 21, 1856. It was in retaliation to this attack and others in Lawrence on that day, 
that John Brown attacked pro-slavery settlers in what would become known as the Pottawatomie 
Massacre, igniting further violence in the region, and making Bleeding Kansas a major portent to the 
Civil War.
Interestingly, on the advertisement by Whitman and Searle on the inside front wrapper, no mention is 
made of the troubles, even though Whitman was a known abolitionist and Jewett, the publisher, was 
the publisher of Uncle Tom’s Cabin.  The two land agents offer their services to immigrants, offering 
to find plots, supply information to interested parties, and complete surveys.  The primary colored 
features on the map are Native American tribal lands, shown as separate and with defined boundaries 
meant to entice settlers to a region without Indian troubles.  Forts shown on the map include Fort 
Riley (both on the larger map and as an unbordered inset at lower left), Fort Leavenworth, and Fort 
Scott (abandoned). Also shown are Fort Laramie Road, California Road, Oregon Road, and Santa Fe 
Road.
This map, however, is at its essence a cartographic representation of the slavery conflict and the events 
leading to the Civil War.
